·It is worth 60% of the AS

·Section A is Text Varieties

·Section B is Language and Social Contexts

·Language and Technology

·Unit 2 is Creating Texts

·This is worth 40% of the AS

·It is a coursework module

·Two pieces of writing are required of between 
1500-2500 words

·In addition two commentaries of a total of 
1000 words are required

·Writing to inform

·Writing to instruct
